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The neighborhood
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The Country Glen neighborhood is made up of a large number of young families, so it’s no wonder residents are interested in the city’s plans to build a new pedestrian bridge over Labish Creek.
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The bridge will connect the Country Glen and Hidden Creek subdivisions to the Gubser neighborhood and allow a quick route over the creek for children who have friends in Gubser or who attend Gubser Elementary School.
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In the past five years, a number of apartments have been built in the area, bringing more traffic to the Country Glen neighborhood.
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Continued growth on River Road N has raised concern among some residents that the speed limit on the neighborhood’s main artery is too high. As a result, the Oregon Department of Transportation’s speed limit control board recently decided to reduce the speed limit on River Road, north of Lockhaven Drive, from 45 mph to 40 mph.
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
